Karen heard about the Faith
Care Connection at church and decided to call us.

With only twenty-four hours before FPL shut off her power, we had to move quickly. We filled a Season
of Sharing application with Karen and sent it out to two agencies that administer the fund. Finally at 6:30
p.m. on the day the power was to be shut off, we received a call from Karen. FPL had just informed her
that her Season of Sharing application had been accepted- the power would stay on!

James H. Johnson, 85, of Sarasota,
died July 23, 2010. A memorial service will
be at a later date. Arrangements are by Toale
Brothers Funeral Homes, Colonial Chapel.

Survivors include his wife of 62 years, Betty; a
son, David of Pawlet, VT; and daughters Susanne of
San Francisco and Cynthia Tennant of Rockport, MA.
Jim grew up in New Haven, CN, with his mother,
Ethel, father, Perdue, and brother, Everett. He
attended Hamden High School and Tabor Academy,
and enjoyed playing the drums in his high school,
college, and Navy bands. He was in the Navy V-12
unit at Dartmouth College in 1943, and attended
Midshipman's school in 1945.

He became a commissioned officer in the U.S.
Navy three months after his 20" birthday. After his
discharge from the Navy, he returned to Dartmouth,
where he majored in economics and graduated in
1948.

Jim was married in 1948 to Betty Lichty of New
Haven, and had three children, David, Cynthia and
Susanne. He went to work for the Southern New

England Telephone Co., where he became manager
of the Wallingford, CN, office in 1954. He was there
for 23 years, and went on to manage offices in Bristol
and Meriden, CN.

He was president and on the board of the
Wallingford Rotary Club, and the Wallingford
Community Day Care Center, president of the YMCA,
president of the Wallingford Red Cross and vice
president of the Wallingford Chamber of Commerce.
He represented Wallingford on the Record-Journal
scholarship committee, served on the United Fund
allocation committee and was a corporator with
Dime Bank. Jim also played Santa Claus for various
town organizations. He was a charter member and
spent six years on the board at the Farms Country
Club.

Jim retired in 1981, and moved permanently to
Sarasota in 2005, where he was a member of The
Meadows Country Club and the Dartmouth Club, and
remained active in the Sarasota Bay Rotary Club. He
was a member of Saint James Methodist Church.
