
 

"THE 'DIRTY FEET' HAVE TAUGHT US SO MUCH!" 
  

 During this 2011 season of Lent, we have been discovering 

the 'REAL Jesus' - Jesus with 'dirty feet,’ just like us! While we 

have been more clearly identifying the character, personality, 

and nature of the REAL Jesus, we have also discovered how 

obviously well Jesus does understand and know  the experience 

of life we live. He is one of us as well as God, Himself! He's got 

'dirty feet' just like us and lived life in a very simple and 

significant way experiencing all the emotions and relational encounters as we do, daily. Not only 

do we 'know' and understand the REAL Jesus - God in our human life - but also NOW know how 

much HE knows and understands about our lives! He's "been there" too! 

 As Holy Week (Palm Sunday through Easter Sunday including Maundy Thursday and Good 

Friday) quickly approaches, we're reminded of Jesus' week of Passion; His most challenging and 

meaningful week of human life! In order for us to truly understand, then Celebrate appropriately 

Easter Resurrection Sunday, we need to go through each of the experiences and challenging 

encounters with Him, from His week of passion. I invite you to prayerfully consider making some 

time in your schedule to stop by the church sanctuary during Holy Week and spend some time in 

prayer and meditation, observing the "Stations of the Cross" presented on the screens with 

devotional notes to guide you. Remember and re-experience with Jesus the days of that most 

significant week in His life, but also the most significant in OUR LIVES as well! 

 On that night in Jesus' life when he gathered the disciples for their last meal together, He did 

a number of things that will always be most significant. One of the things Jesus did around that 

table, was to take a towel and bowl with a pitcher of water and wash their feet. Clearly this was 

a common custom because they would have dusty, dirty feet all the time. The difference at this 

dinner was that Jesus did the washing and not a house servant positioned at the door. The 

essential symbolism, which taught a life-long lesson, was that Jesus chooses to 'cleanse' us - 

something we can't do on our own - something only God can do and definitely desires to do for us! 

We all have dirty feet (issues and life concerns that ONLY GOD can handle and lead us through).  

The same Jesus then offered HIS life symbolized with bread and juice so that, as often as we will 

do so, we would remember His gift of life - for today - and life for all eternity! 

 What's in store for YOU in these days? Come Easter Sunday morning the 

celebration is about this SAME REAL Jesus becoming humanly alive again and, as 

God, alive eternally! He offers to us the opportunity of living this life WITH Him 

and allowing Him in our lives to do what ONLY GOD can do with us! I pray that 

THIS Easter will be an experience for you that will "begin anew" a relationship 

and experience with Christ! Give Him the place in your life where He can lead 

you and provide leadership for each day. We don't only celebrate the "Risen 

Christ," alive and present but also THAT SAME REAL (continued on next page)
